e Atleast 9 semester units from Area 3: HUMANITIES AND FINE ARTS

e Atleast 12 semester units from Area 4. SOCIAL SCIENCE, including at least 3 semester units in
US History or American Government

e Atleast 3 semester units from Area 5: NATURAL SCIENCE
e An additional 15 semester units from Area 6: Additional General Education

o Area 7 requires 23 semester units (at least 15*) of GSBM-transferable elective courses. Students are
encouraged, but not required, to enroll in business-related courses to enhance their preparation for the BSM
program.

e Students should have prior or current business/professional work experience, or equivalent.

e Submits a completed BSM application form, employment information form, official transcripts from ALL colleges
attended and all supporting materials by the published application date for the trimester listed above.

*While students are advised to complete all 68 GSBM-transferable semester units of general studies course work before enrolling in
the BSM program, they may be admitted and begin the program with a minimum of 60 GSBM-transferable semester units.
However, such students will be restricted to enrolling in a maximum of 6-units per trimester in the BSM program until they have
completed all transfer requirements.
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Please note that international students who do not hold a permanent resident visa for the US, individuals
who have been dismissed or asked to withdraw from any college, and those who have been found guilty
in a criminal case or liable in civil lawsuit may be excluded from this transfer guarantee program.
